LODI HOUSE 
Our Mission is to provide food, shelter, counseling
and support to homeless women and children in
San Joaquin County.  We assist women in gaining
control of their lives and developing a healthy
lifestyle that will result in their independence and
self-sufficiency.

OUR PROGRAM
As a shelter, weÕve developed a 60 day program
called ÒHope for the FamilyÓ.   To participate in this
program women residents must obtain work, save
money and remain drug and alcohol free.   We
provide a safe place to live, three meals a day, case
management, professional counseling, computer
training and workshops that help women and
children regain their independence.  When a woman
has completed our program she has broken down
many of the barriers that had previously kept her
from being successful.

Our program continues after the families graduate
from our program because we believe that change is
difficult to start and even harder to maintain
without our continued support.

OUR CHILDRENÕS THERAPY
Children are important to us at Lodi House.  We
realize that when a mother improves her life she
also improves the life of her children.  But our kids
are dealing with their own issues, and we want to
help them.  When children arrive at Lodi House they
are often in turmoil.   Therefore, we witness a wide
range of behavior and emotional problems.  Most of
them do not have the skills to cope with all that is
happening.  They miss the security of having a home,
school and friends.  They are often stressful, anxious
and angry.  This is why we offer our children
professional therapy with Dr. Anita Daniels.

A graduate once said that we are a soft place to
land. We have a rigorous program that all women
must follow, but we also have a soft side of
compassion and understanding.  Our families 
know we really care about them
