Our mission is to provide food, shelter, counseling
and support to homeless women and children in San
Joaquin County.  We assist women in gaining control
of their life and developing a healthy lifestyle that
will result in their independence and self-sufficiency. 

OUR GOAL 
Our goal is to help women understand and overcome
the issues that brought them to the point of being
homeless.  We hope to touch their lives in a positive
way and to encourage them to believe that they can
succeed.

REQUIREMENTS OF OUR PROGRAM
Women residents must obtain employment, save
money and remain drug and alcohol free. All our
services are free to both residents and graduates!

OUR PROGRAM- ÒHOPE FOR THE FAMILYÓ
Women canÕt move forward if they donÕt have hope
that their future will be better and brighter.  Our
program is designed to give them that hope.  On the
practical side they must work, save their money and
find a home for their family.  While doing that we
also offer a variety of workshops such as parenting &
budgeting.  Our desire is to help women see
themselves as victors not as victims. We find that as
women take control of their circumstances, they feel
better about themselves and their future.

We have two licensed therapists who assist women in
this process and in healing past hurt and learning new
ways to cope with their future and what it holds.

In our counseling program we offer hope to the
children also.  We have a program set up just for
them.  We offer sand tray therapy with Dr. Anita.  As
children build their world in the sand, they are able to
talk about many issues that they would not normally
want to discuss.  Our kids also learn coping skills and
assistance in dealing with their own issues.
Everything we do is geared to let women and children
know that they can do itÉ.there is hope!
